Carl Fox arrived on the scene in March 1971 and in 1973 David joined Christchurch Estates, a 
firm of property developers who, at their peak in 1974, developed 500 title sections and built 
300 houses.  David then went on to establish a survey consultancy business in 1976 with 
Christchurch Estates as his main client and a very young Carl working part-time as the milk boy, 

filing clerk and chainman, however with the downturn in business in 1979 David accepted a 
position with Foreign Affairs in Sabah, (North Borneo) selecting development sites for the 
establishment of rural communities.  A hot fashion statement of the time was platform shoes 
and these were worn by both men and women. Wide-legged, flared jeans and trousers were 
another fashion mainstay for both sexes throughout most of the decade.  Which poses the
