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Typically the certificates and documentation are forwarded to the Solicitor as soon as they
become available to enable the Solicitor to prepare the documentation as early as possible anc
avoid delays.

The information forwarded to a Solicitor typically includes:

e Copy of the Subdivision Consent e Section 224C Certificate
e Copy of the new Title Plan e Councils Consent Notice(s)
e Copy of Easement Panel e Covenant information and height

restrictions if applicable

Your Solicitor will prepare Easement and Transfer Documents. These documents will be collate
along with the Council Certificates, any Consent Notices and any Restrictive Covenant Detalil
mentioned above- they will be scanned and electronically lodged with Land Information New
Zealand (LINZ) together with a request for the issue of new titles.

Restrictive Covenants in particular should be reviewed by Fox & Associates to ensure they ar
correct, but also to ensure that they do not conflict with the current and future development
proposals of the project.

Once LINZ has checked the legal documents and deemed them to be in order it takes stbne 10
working days for the new Certificates of Title to be issued.
